Lecture 14  Family Fear
    This is an expansion of the lecture on Federal Fear which follows.  Looking at the social aspect of human nature, we see ourselves organized into nations, communities, groups, extended families, and nuclear families.   The world of plants and animals was organized by famed Swedish biologist Carl von Linne, know by his Latin name  Carolus Linnaeus in the eighteenth century. We know the terms kingdom (plant vs animal vs simple life), class, order, genus, species, varieties.  These terms in Latin were taken from the Greek which described the organization of large areas, clans, towns, and families in the plains of ancient Greece, leading to today’s civilization, democracy, and philosophy.  So family and tribal structure is a deep organization in our civilization and other cultures as well.  So Linnaeus used the terms already natural for understanding human social structure for his description of the hierarchical development of species and life.  This in turn led to Darwin’s brilliant description of how all the species are distinct yet interrelated due to natural selection in the variety of earth’s environments from the common origins of life.

    We talk about being descendants of our grandparents and parents,  and in the parallel way of descending in evolution “from apes”.  We fear our origins- that our family is poorly endowed  
Family fear-   child fears: fear of abandonment,  loss of parents by child,  loss of siblings to support family and parents and children.

    Adult fears:

   Loss of spouse-  childbirth,  disease,  spousal loss and weight of parenting, loss of in-laws for support

   Loss of child-  parental role to protect,  maternal especially

   Loss of self- effect on remaining family- what will they without me (and jealousy)

Mormons, Islam  blacks family

Terrorism-  federal fear
